A The phase | study led to the design and completion of a
TMDL for phosphorus in the lake, EPA approved TMDL in
2004. Detailed implementation plan completed in 2006.

A TMDL set forward a goal of a 20 pg/L in the epilimnion of
Cottage Lake between June and September.

A King County in partnership with Friends of Cottage Lake
applied for a Centennial Clean Water Grant in late 2004 and
was awarded the grant in 2005.
